Thanks to former TWRA President, Tony Freeman for this pic of the TSHD Brisbane. 
(TSHD standing for Trailing Suction Hopper Dredger.) Between 16 to 24 November, the 
Brisbane travelled from the Spitfire Channel, in Moreton Bay, to Maroochydore Beach carrying 
sand collected from the seabed.  Sand was placed just offshore from the beach by ‘rainbowing’ 
– a technique where sand is sprayed combined by water. 
This is complemented with ‘bottom placement’ where sand is released directly from the hull 
below the water. Once dumped, water action moves the new sand to restore the beach.  
The operation was part of a special trial.  If it works, the scheme is expected to benefit other 
beaches, such a those attached to Twin Waters. The public is encouraged to comment at:

It is Palm Frond season and falling ‘leaves’ as they are called from the Palm trees are falling 
everywhere over Twin Waters.

The Far Eastern Curlew is back one of the endangered species included in the remarkable 
group of shore birds that fly each year directly from remote parts of the Northern Hemisphere for R & R on 
Sunshine Coast Beaches at this time of year.  
As she did last year, Dr Simone Bosshard A/ Senior Coastal Conservation and Planning Officer, Environmental 
Operations is encouraging people to keep their distance and not cause the birds to use up their precious 
energy required for the 10,000 kilometre return flight.
People should keep their dogs away and preferably only watch the birds through binoculars.  Twin Waters 
residents can see Shore Birds at North Shore.  (North Shore[4183KB]
